GENERAL ASSOCIATION RULES

1. The Association shall hold an Annual General Meeting on a convenient date at the end of the season, i.e. November/December.  At this meeting the election of Officers for the Executive Committee and Race Committee will take place. Any items members may wish to raise under “Any Other Business” to be in writing to the Secretary not less than 7 days prior to the meeting. The date of this meeting will be announced at club nights or by another means.

2. The object of the Association is to promote Hot Rod and Banger racing.  The Association will always aim to keep the cost of such competition as low as possible.

3. The business transactions of the Association and its entire management shall be vested in its Committees, which in addition to the powers and authorities by these rules expressly conferred on them, may exercise all powers and do all acts in furtherance of the objects for which the Association is established, and which are not hereby expressly directed or required to be exercised, or carried out by the Association at a General Meeting.

4. All directives and alterations will be notified to Members on the website, Club Nights or Race Meetings.  Any opinions or suggestions to the Secretary within 14 days of such notification.

5. The Committee may restrict Competition Licences issued, should this be necessary for any reason.

6. NO unaccompanied children at the circuit or in the pits and an adult must accompany children at all times, with no Exceptions.  
7. Only Race cars and 1 support vehicle permitted in pits hardstand area (hot rod pits) – no trailers.

8. Any member can hold an official position on Committees, providing two consecutive years of Membership has elapsed.  If a person is banned by the race committee they must be an SAA Member for two consecutive years after the ban has finished with no problems before they can stand for a position on the Committee
9. If a Driver does not renew their competition licence within one year the number becomes available for reissue after 1st March the following year, unless a serving elected official or an honorary member. 

10. Membership fees shall be fixed annually by the Executive Committee and listed on the Membership Application Form and Application for Competition Licence Form.  The association’s membership year shall run from January 1st to the last day in December and subscriptions shall become due on the later date.  Any member not paying their subscription within one month will cease to be a member.

11. Membership cards will constitute acknowledgement of subscription and will be issued to all members.  Their presentation will be the only means of reduced admission to Race Meetings with the exception of special meetings.  In the event of loss or change of address the Membership Secretary should be notified immediately in order that the appropriate action can be taken and a new Membership card issued.  There will be a charge of £5 for lost cards.

12. Applicants for competition licences will be required to attend at least 1 work party/registration day prior to being issued with their Membership Cards or they will be allocated a job for the season at the discretion of the Race Committee Chairman. On race days if there are not enough Marshals then drivers will be expected to help out.
13. In addition to the SEGTO racing classes the club will run groups for Rookie Bangers, Bangers and other groups at the discretion of Race Committee.

14. No alcohol, Drugs or Substances to be consumed or used whilst at the venue. 

15. A maximum size of fuel containers in the pits is 2 gallons (10 Litres)

16. Lorry mounted cranes i.e. (hiabs) that are used for loading and unloading are not to be used in a dangerous manner and under no circumstances should any person be situated under any Suspended load.

17. Abandoned race vehicles will be identified where possible, and 

      Driver’s details will be given to authorities upon demand.

18. Disc cutters MUST NOT be used until after the first race.

19. No offensive slogans, worded or graphic are permitted within the circuit.

20. All Members undertake to act in a safe and reasonable manner in relation to   compliance to Health and Safety, COSHH and the Environmental Impact Legislation

21. For the 2009 Season all meetings will be points meetings.

EDDIE KENDALL MEMORIAL RACE

22. All groups are eligible for the Eddie Kendall race with the exception of Rookie Bangers, Bangers and Juniors.  Eddie Kendall points count towards the Club Championship.  Drivers must inform Competition secretary which car/group they entering in this race if they qualify in more than one group, before the start of the race.




23. The E.K. is limited to the first three placed S.A.A. top point scorers on the day in each group with the exception of Bangers, Rookie Bangers and Juniors, unless a visiting driver or Day Licence Holder is the top point scorer, then they are also eligible for this race.  In this case the 4th or next placed S.A.A member will be allowed to participate.

24. Only 1st place trophy will be awarded all other drivers will receive finishers


CAROL HARDING MEMORIAL RACE

25. To qualify for the Carol Harding Memorial Race Drivers must compete in 4 out of the 5 qualifying rounds. The top three points scorers from Hot rod groups (excluding juniors, Bangers & Rookie Bangers) qualify, with the highest number of wins to decide in the event of a tie. Any exceptions will be at Race Committee discretion.

BRIAN POOK HANDICAP RACE
To qualify for the Brian Pook Handicap race you must compete in 4 out of the 5 qualifying rounds. The 4, 5 and 6th place point scorers qualify. Any exceptions will be at Race Committee discretion


COMPETITION RULES

26. The Group Champion is the driver who gains most points in Championship rounds of that Group at all meetings designated as Championship meetings during a season.

27. The Association Champion is the driver who has gained most points, in Championship Meetings, within one group, during a season plus bonus points from Eddie Kendall races, if eligible to take part in that race.

28. In the event of a tie in a group or Association Championship, it will be awarded to the driver who has the greatest number of wins in the heats in the groups in which they are contesting.  If the number of wins in the heats produces a tie, then the Championship shall be on the highest average from 2nd and 3rd placings.
29. The Association Champion will be allocated the Race number “1” for the following season and Group Champions are to be allocated single figure race numbers for the following season. No other driver is allocated a single figure number.

30. All drivers must satisfy the clerk of the course of their competence to drive at racing speeds and shall obtain their signature in the appropriate section of the Competition Licence.  Until three such signatures have been obtained, drivers will have their vehicles identified by a cross, 12” x 12”, in a contrasting colour on the rear of the car.  


Drivers with a cross on the back will start at the back of the grid.

31. To be classed as a finisher, the car must cross the Finishing Line after the fall of the Chequered Flag, under its own power and after completing at least half the race distance this applies to all groups.
32. Laps
- Heats will normally be a minimum of 10 Laps and Plus 1 extra lap for every 2 cars over 10, Up to a maximum of 16 laps Subject to change of circumstances, or at the clerk of the course discretion.
33. The driver may leave their car to repair and re-start it providing it is on the centre green.  After getting the car started the driver can re-join the race providing the seat belt and helmet are fastened, they have gloves on and a Marshal has given permission to do so. Except the D.D

34. Start officials/marshal’s may carry out minor work on cars (i.e. closing doors/push start) prior to a race being started

35. If a race is stopped and restarted, NO work may be carried out on the car by mechanics etc.  ONLY DRIVERS, if a race is stopped and re-run, cars may be worked on only if time permits (i.e. returned to pits).


No parts, including wheels to be changed on the circuit.

36. RE-RUNS - If the race is stopped for an incident the cause of the incident may be excluded from the re-run, re-start, or new race at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course. 

37. Results will be taken from the last complete lap excluding offender, at the Clerk of the Course discretion.

38. All groups including Rookie Bangers, Juniors and Bangers are eligible for the Club Championship. Excluding novice juniors. 

39. All vehicle rolls will be automatically red flagged regardless of group.  Rolls in Rookie Bangers will not be Red flagged unless in the Clerk of the course or marshal opinion it is a dangerous place or driver is injured, if in doubt red flag. 




40. Punctures will be black flagged unless on the count down boards.

41. No car may exceed the maximum decibel limit of 94db in the pits and 98db on the circuit.  A black flag will be given for offending cars.

42. All Drivers and passengers must wear when racing, overalls fully fastened, (Fireproof recommended). Gloves, Crash Helmet which must have one of the following British Standard numbers visible to the scrutineer  BS6658, 2495, SNELL70, 80, 90, EC22.05, P/J0511884 with visor or goggles at all times when on the circuit. Neck braces are also highly recommended. (Compulsory in Juniors). (Lace up neck braces must not be worn).

43. No outside assistance e.g. headsets, Radio Communication will be permitted. (This does not prohibit in car communication.)

44. If anyone wishes to put in a protest at a Race Meeting, this must be made to the Drivers Rep., not the Clerk of the Course.  Drivers Rep will be introduced at Drivers Briefing.

45. At Championship rounds Drivers must continue the day in the car they started the day in for any group they race in. Any driver going out in another driver’s car must sign on with the owner of the car. Additional Demolition Derby entrants must sign on with paddock controller (& pay any fees) and owner of car must counter sign.


CLUB MEMBERS/DRIVERS CONDUCT/PENALTIES

46. All persons shall conduct themselves in an orderly manner.  Any disorderly conduct or failure to obey instructions, or breach of Rules or Regulations by Members, Drivers or their assistants, shall make the entrant liable to penalty.  If the offence occurs during a race the car concerned may be excluded from the race or the results.

47. All drivers including Bangers are responsible for clearing up at the end of the day including the removal of all cars and any parts.

48. There shall be no wild or disorderly driving.  When proceeding to and from the track, cars will proceed at the lowest possible speed. The maximum permitted speed off the circuit is 5 MPH

49. Club Members or Drivers swearing or acting in an unreasonable manner towards officials or others during the day will be penalized. (See fixed bans).

50. Deliberate bumping and boring, on or off the track. (See fixed bans). The driver will be required to attend the rest of the meeting.

51. Jump-starts – may be penalised at the Clerk of the Course’s discretion.

52. Four wheels off the circuit – a driver that has four wheels off the circuit must not re-enter the race unless directed to do so by an official.   Failure to comply will result in a black flag being given to the offending driver. 

53. Deliberate mechanical cheating will result in a minimum 2 (two) Championship Meetings ban, and also exclusion from any races in the intervening period, subject to the discretion of Race Committee.  The Technical Committee decides penalties for deliberate mechanical cheating.  All appeals go to the Board and the decision is final.

54. For non clearing up, leaving wheels, tyres, bumpers or being persistently late for scrutineering or signing on or speeding in the pits, the Race Committee have the authority to impose the following:

a) Starting at back of grid

b) Miss first heat at this or the next meeting attended

c) One Championship meeting ban

55. All vehicles exiting the circuit MUST turn left and proceed to the roundabout and take direction from there. Anyone failing to do this will receive a Minimum ban of 3 meetings.





















56. If any S.A.A. Driver is unable to assist with clearing up they should inform the Race Committee Chairman giving reasons.

57. Only signed on personnel allowed on the circuit after 10.30 am.  Drivers aged under 18 must be accompanied by a (one) parent or guardian.
58. Drivers are not allowed to do “donuts” (360() in the centre green or pit area.

59. No driver owing outstanding payments or subscriptions will be allowed to race or renew membership until all dues (plus interest) are paid. It is the member’s responsibility to return any annual trophies presented to them on the presentation evening, by the A.G.M. in November. Any not returned will be classed as theft from SAA. & dealt with accordingly, member/s will be billed for re-placement, at current price, including engraving.
60. All drivers must signed on in each group they intend to race in, if any driver lends or allows a person who has not signed on to take their car on to the circuit this will be taken as intent to drive, and both parties will receive a minimum three meeting ban.
61. All cars to be scrutineered by 10.15 and drivers signed on by 10.30 a.m. Any Driver that turns up late for scrutineering will not be scrutineered 

         until after the first race, and in turn will miss their first race of the day. All drivers MUST attend the drivers briefing and may be penalized if they don’t.
        FIXED BANS FOR CLUB MEMBERS/DRIVERS FOR        AGGRESSIVE BEHAVIOUR

First Offence

62. A four meeting minimum ban applies for physical aggressive behaviour on or off the track.  A two meeting minimum ban applies for continual swearing or abusive language.


Second Offence

63. A One-year minimum ban applies for a second offence for Aggressive behaviour. (A second offence is classified as an offence that happens at a different time to the first offence irrespective of the similarity or time lapsed between the first and second offences)  “Any previous offence, irrespective of nature of offence will be taken into consideration when deciding penalty”

64. If a driver or club member is banned by S.A.A. that ban will continue until the relevant number of race meetings have been held.  Scheduled meetings that have been cancelled do not count. Any person banned by SAA will have to re-apply for membership; their application must go before Race committee.
FLAGS / GRID / GROUP SIZES  /  TROPHIES
65. A mechanical defect flag, which is pink and blue, will be shown if the Clerk of the Course believes that a car has a mechanical problem.  It is up to the driver of the car whether or not to continue.

66. Unless 10 cars are indicated in any group, prior to the start of the season, consideration will be given to disbanding the Group.

67. If less than 8 cars are signed on in any groups on the day they may be amalgamated with another group but run for separate points and separate trophies subject to the discretion of the Clerk of the Course.


MEMBERSHIP/LICENCES/RACE NUMBERS

68. Membership application shall be open to all, subject to approval by the Race Committee.

69. Members intending to compete in Association events shall apply for a Competition Licence of the appropriate group.(see rule 60)

70. If a driver has their road licence suspended, they may still be eligible to race, depending on the reason for suspension and this will be decided by the Board on the recommendation of the Race Committee.  (It is the Drivers responsibility to inform Race committee if their licence is suspended)

71. Members who are aged 16 and working must have their own membership.  If they are continuing in full time education they can remain on Family Membership until aged 18.

72. A non-competition licence holder will be classed as a novice and will need a day licence for the day. Non SAA competition licence holder will be allowed to race with the appropriate fee and will be graded by their ability.  All will be charged at the current fee. All day licence holders will be graded according to their ability. (Novices to start at the back of the grid – not applicable to Bangers). Proof of ID required for all Day Licence.

ROOKIE BANGERS/ BANGERS

73. To race in Bangers drivers must be aged 16 or over with racing experience and 17 without at the discretion of race committee.  (Proof of date of birth will be required)

74. Rookie Banger drivers must be a minimum age of 16 (Proof of date of birth will be required) with previous Racing experience minimum of 3 meetings with the consent of race committee, or 17 without. Once a Junior moves to another group they cannot return to Juniors.

75. Contact cars are not allowed to go out in non-contact groups.

76. In Rookie Banger races places will be taken down as far as possible, not necessarily as far as tenth place, depending on how many laps the race is spread over. Decision of race control is final. 

77. The last car moving in the D.D will be deemed the winner. (This will be run if time permits)                             

ROOF GRADES HOT ROD & ROOKIE BANGERS
78. The Club Champion will remain red top for the next season and will start at the back of the red tops, even if racing in a different group. Other annual trophy winners start at the back of the grid until first roof grading, and then they may take rightful roof grade. If they change groups they can still drop a roof grade.

79. The top 3 point scorers will go off the back of the grid. The last meeting anyone within 10 points of 3rd place is to start off the back of the grid regardless of roof grade.
80. 1st and 2nd placed drivers in the overall championship have the option to run gold and silver roofs.

81. Heats will be on a first come, first served in roof grade order lined up 3 – 2 – 3.  If cars are not in the right position when they get to the start line they will be sent to the back of the grid. All cars to line up in rightful roof grade positions on the dummy grid prior to racing. (White and Yellow left hand side and Blue and Red right hand side)  It is the driver’s responsibility to ensure the correct roof grade is displayed.
82. Drivers moving from juniors to another group start the first meeting at the back of the grid, then the Clerk of the Course decides on appropriate roof grade.

83. Drivers will be re-graded after every meeting at the discretion of the Race Committee.

84. Upgrading drivers roof grades on race days can be done by two of the three relevant people agreeing (Clerk of the Course, Competition Secretary, Drivers Representative)

     SCRUTINEERING

85. Scrutineers will be appointed for each meeting and will work under the Chief scrutineer (Technical Chairman) and be responsible to him. They will also refer queries and disputes to him.
86. A car when presented for scrutineering is to be classed as follows:


A pass:
The car in the opinion of the Scrutineer conforms to the Rules and Regulations at the time of inspection.


B pass:
The car has any defect, which does not constitute a serious contravention of the Rules and Regulations, or constitute a safety risk.  


The car is permitted to race at the meeting but the defect(s) must be remedied before being presented for scrutineering at the next meeting at which the driver intends to compete or they will not be permitted to race.


C fail:
The car does not comply with the Rules and Regulations and is not permitted to compete at the meeting.

          N.B. Cars from other clubs i.e. NASA may be allowed to race at the discretion of the Chief Scrutineer, on production of a rule book/competition licence.  

83. All Drivers will be required to bring an oil drain can with them and present it at scrutineering this should also be used during the meeting to collect oil.


SHARED CARS/RACING IN TWO GROUPS

84. In the case of a shared car where Drivers race on alternate race days each Driver may race under their own roof grade.  Cars shared in the same group on the same day must race as highest roof grade.

85. All shared cars should have a 6-inch wide band colour on roof to denote other driver’s roof colour.

86. Any driver who has more than one car takes rightful colour for each group. With the exception of group champion

87. Drivers who race in 2 groups or more with one car takes the highest roof grade irrespective of group. All drivers are to pay for each group they sign on to race in.
88. Points will not be amalgamated for drivers racing in more than one group.


 A group prefix must be used in the E.K.

STRIPDOWNS


89. Technical objections must be put in writing and signed and handed on the race day to the Technical Chairman or Race Committee Chairman. A fee of £50 per car must accompany them. Verbal objections are not accepted.

90. If the Technical Committee deems that a protest is unfounded (i.e. of a malicious nature) it has the right to refuse to accept the protest.

91. Cars, which have been sealed, must be stripped down within 30 days after the last scheduled race meeting of the season. Or earlier at drivers request. If it is the fault of the Technical Committee that the car is not stripped within the time limits the car will be deemed legal.  If it is the fault of the Driver that the car is not stripped within the time limits the car will be deemed illegal.

92. Seals must not be broken, except by a designated person to examine the parts in question. 

93. It is the responsibility of the driver of a protested car, if not in agreement with immediate examination to deliver at their own expense such parts as are the subject of the protest to a place where their examination can take place.  If subsequent findings prove the protest to be unfounded then the protest money is awarded to the Driver of the protested vehicle.  No other expenses will be claimable from any party. 

94. If a competitor shall refuse or otherwise fail to comply with any or all of the above regulations, judgment will be given by default, and penalties awarded.  The decision of the Technical Committee is final.

          TEAM & RELAY RACE RULES

95. Team cars need not be painted the same colour.  Cars designated for the team must have the name of the team painted in a contrasting colour on the nearside of the roof by the gutter line. Minimum size 3” high.

96. Teams to consist of 6 named drivers, 4 of whom will be nominated for team points on race days when signing on. Team captains to put forward a list of 6 names for each team at the start of the season, and this list is to be put up in the paddock caravan.

97. Where ever possible teams should be nominated at the start of the season.  Drivers can only race in the nominated team during any one season. With the exception of the relay.

98. All teams to include at least 1 Production Car. (A or Junior).

99. Any teams logged during the year or new teams may enter the Relay Race.  No Juniors are allowed in the Relay but teams must have one Prod A car. An adult competition licence holder can drive a junior car in this race. (4 cars & a  runner, subs may be used)


TROPHIES/POINTS

100. Only those classified as finishers shall be entitled to an award and awards may be given as follows:


a) For points awarded throughout the competition.


b) For all groups 2 heats and a final will be run.

c) Fastest time of day – in class or overall

Points will be the same for all races.  The number of cars signed on in the group on the day will be used as the basis for working out the Grid Size. Points will be awarded as they cross the line, irrespective of club.

The number of cars turning up on the grid & lap sheet will determine the basis for working out the points in all groups including Bangers and Rookie Bangers.

Juniors points will be 11 down to 1 for all heats.
.
For the Ladies Championship, the points for a Junior lady will be 10 to 1, not 11 to 1.
101. Only SAA club members qualify for championship points.

 TECHNICAL CLARIFICATION  

102. It is recommended that all Mini front wheel studs are uprated.

103. All groups may use roof or boot spoilers.

104. Door numbers must be in contrasting colours, roof fin numbers must be white on black or black on white with a solid background and clearly visible from race control.

105. Battery isolator switch optional.

106. Drivers wishing to race at alternative venues should refer to SEGTO rulebook.  

All COMMITTEES




All committees must advise the board of directors of any changes made to the regulations, racing format & technical regulations. A committee is considered to have a quorum if not less than 60% of the members are in attendance. 




All Committees have the right to co-opt Association members to that Committee, as non-voting members, at any time where they feel that the co-opted member(s) have special knowledge which will benefit the Association. 




Any committee member failing to attend three consecutive committee meetings, of which due notice has been given, shall, at the discretion of the committee, be disqualified from office.



RACE COMMITTEE



The race committee will be elected at the clubs annual general meeting, the object of the race committee will be to organize the race meetings, to organize club nights, to elect new members (see paragraph 4 articles of association) and to arrange appeal hearings (see paragraph 42 articles of association). Race committee members may also be technical committee or board members. Only the board of directors can override a decision made by the race committee.

TECHNICAL COMMITTEE

The Technical chairperson will be elected at the annual general meeting; the  technical chairperson will elect a technical committee (minimum 6 persons) from within association members only. Technical members may also be race committee or board members. 

The technical committee will deal with queries relating to the interpretation of the Regulations, and to undertake the preparation of new or revised Regulations whenever they feel the need, only the board of directors can override a decision made by the technical Committee

APPEALS COMMITTEE

Section 42 of the Articles of Association Appeals Committee will take precedence over these guidelines for the running of an Appeals Committee. 



To comprise of 12 S.A.A. members who must have held adult membership for 3 consecutive years or more and a quorum shall be five members. No current Board or Race Committee members are eligible to stand.


The Appeals Committee shall hear appeals relating only to punishment imposed by the Race Committee as a result of an incident at a race meeting, whether on or off the track. However the Executive Committee whose decision is final will hear an incident that brings the Clubs name in to disrepute or puts any venue at risk.

No person who attended the original hearing may attend the Appeal unless required to attend as a witness with the exception of the appellant and 1 Race Committee Representative appointed by Race Committee.  Race Committee Secretary will attend to take minutes only.

Selection of 12

Appeal Committee members will be elected by Club members.  Selection will be by ballot or show of hands.  This would normally be done at the Annual General Meeting.

Selection of 5

An Appeals Committee of 5, from the 12 elected members will hear individual appeals with selection of the Committee being by availability.

The Race Committee Secretary will determine the availability of the 12 members and select the nearest date when 5 or more are available.

If more than 5 are available on any one date, in front of an independent S.A.A. member the Race Committee Secretary will pick names out of a hat.

Workings

The secretary shall convene a meeting of the Appeals Committee, which shall take place as soon ass practicable after an appeal has been lodged and any Appeal must be heard within 28 days otherwise the Appeal will be void.

Any 5 of the 12 members of the Appeal Committee will hear the Appeal.

The Appeals Committee shall have a Chairperson appointed by the Directors.

The Chairperson shall be a Director but shall not be a member of the Race Committee, and such chairperson shall not have a vote. 

The Appellant will be required to attend to state the reasons as to why they are appealing and they must be prepared to answer questions.  The Appellant may call witnesses.  No meeting will be held without the Appellant.

Only the appellant (unless a minor) shall attend the appeals meeting.

No abstentions on voting by the Appeals Committee and a decision must be reached before the close of the meeting.

General

The Appeals Committee may decrease or increase a sentence but statutory bans cannot be reduced.

Appeals to the Race Committee Secretary must be by date stated in letter advising person of decision enclosing the fee of £25.00 for appeal administration costs.

The Appellant must attend a Race Committee Meeting if requested; failure to do so removes the right of appeal. Non-members have no right of appeal.

Only 1 Appeal will be heard on any one day.

All new drivers in this group must have a passenger seat fitted with harness, for parent or guardian to accompany them until the clerk of the Course or parent or guardian is satisfied with their driving.

8           In novice juniors the adult who signs them on must be the person who 

             Will accompany them during racing, and must attend Drivers Briefing.   

9           No unaccompanied Junior Driver to drive to the dummy grid or off of the circuit irrespective of roof grade, except to the designated area where Parent/Guardian must drive or sit in car back to pits. Any driver contravening this rule will be penalised. See rule 46



10
Parent/guardian may assist if a car driven by a junior has broken down at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course.  No parts, including wheels to be changed on the circuit.  



11         General rules of racing as S.A.A. and S.E.G.T.O. Rule Book.

Any vehicle that complies with Production A rules may race in Junior Group provided they have the additions as above.

13
Novice Juniors will not race for points or yearly trophies. But the Clerk of the course will give a trophy for the best driver in each heat, at their discretion. The race will only be run if time permits. Novice Juniors will be moved up at the clerk of course discretion after discussion with parents.

  14         Once a Junior moves to another group they cannot return to Juniors.

FLAGS & THEIR MEANINGS: 

UNION JACK or GREEN
The Union flag (or Green) indicates the start of the race. 
YELLOW

Caution. This flag is used when an accident or unsafe condition exists on the track. NO overtaking on waved or stationary yellow flag until after the incident.
BLUE
A blue flag directed at a specific driver means that said driver is about to be lapped and must hold their line and allow the passing driver the right of way.
RED

A red flag or light displayed by marshal or course official means that all competitors STOP in a safe manner and remain stopped until directed to move by marshal or course official
BLACK FLAG 

Will be directed at a specific driver indicating that he / she has been observed to have committed an offence, or have mechanical problems. The offending driver must pull off safely, into the inner area of the course and report to the Clerk of the Course.  Where possible it will be accompanied by a number board displaying car race number. If the same driver incurs the black flag a second time during the meeting he/she may be banned for the rest of the meeting. 
A BLACK CROSS 
Means that the offending driver is being watched and a warning has been given, you may continue racing and may be docked at least one place, the driver must report to the Clerk of the Course when the race has finished.
CHECKERED
End of the Race. The chequered flag is waved when the winning car crosses the finish line. Continue racing until red flag is raised.
